- knowledge of the role of the pharmacist and the
pharmaceutical profession in socio-economic,
professional terms,

- knowledge of pharmacy history and ability to compare
treatments in different periods of human history with the
present,

- knowledge of the basic principles of pharmaceutical
ethics, legislation,

- understanding of the basic legal frameworks related to
medicinal products and key related laws and regulations.
