procedure Students need to be nominated by their home institution here. They should be nominated a week before
the application deadline (see below).
Afterwards, they need to register and apply online here. They should include
1. alearning agreement signed by the home institution (a PDF or digitally via EWP)
2. atranscript of records of all completed course units within the medical programme. This should
state clearly in which year the student is currently enrolled.
3. acurriculum vitae in English or Dutch with a clear picture
4. optional during application: a medical certificate stating that they are fit to perform tasks as a
medical trainee
If the student doesn'’t dispose of such a certificate yet or the existing certificate is considered
insufficient, he/she needs to make an appointment before the start of the traineeship for a free
medical examination at the Ghent University Medical Surveillance Service, situated on campus.

Deadlines for Please note that the deadlines for application are very strict. Late applications will not be accepted.

This deadline is earlier than the usual deadline of our university. We need this early
deadline to have enough time to draw up a feasible schedule for all incoming
students.

Housing Students can apply for a university residence after having been admitted as an exchange student at
Ghent University. Please note that the offer is limited, especially in the first semester due to an overload
of applications.
